Redevelopment Discussion/Presentation

Bach Associates

Mr. Bach addressed the board, Council has referred Bach Associates to look at the White Horse Pike study areas in need of redevelopment.  This is non-condemnation, no eminent domain.  This is more for an overlay zoning to encourage development and a determination of need study.  The next step is to schedule a public hearing, all property owners in the study area need to be noticed.  Mr. Bach will return next month, give the board time to review the report submitted, and provide all comments to the board secretary to compile a list for Mr. Bach.  
Each property must meet at least 1 criteria, and all properties named meet or area appropriate to include in the study.  The plan will then go to Council, and the overlay zoning and specific criteria along with additional uses, and various bulk standards will be included.  Redevelopers can make smart planning and storm water management will be addressed.   June 26th will only be for the Redevelopment public hearing.  Incentives may be offered by Council, no money is given.   No perspective developer is named or identified, this provides the framework to get some redevelopment.  Mr. Moore asked if the County or the State has a plan?  The County will review surrounding communities, street scapes, and frontages.  Additional properties can be added to the study as needed or amended.
