Redevelopment Discussion/Presentation

Steve Bach

Bach Associates

Mr. Bach addressed the board, and discussed the process for the Planning Board and the Governing Body for reviewing a redevelopment plan.  Areas in need of redevelopment are identified, and a resolution from Council is done, which has been included in the packets handed out.  Next month Mr. Bach will have a draft report for review.  Mr. Bach reviewed the criteria for redevelopment, and this is a non- condemnation plan. Private entities will allow for transfers and redevelopment to occur.  The redevelopment plan includes overlay zoning, impervious coverage, buffers, uses, etc. for the future.  All zoning remains unchanged and no one has to be a redeveloper, only if they seek to gain incentives, such as phasing in of taxes for abatements. The Fed Ex building was the last redevelopment.  
There will be a draft determination of need presentation, an electronic version will be circulated.  Then a public hearing will take place, the Planning Board will adopt a resolution and refer back to the Governing Body.  Council will prepare the redevelopment plan.  The idea is for unified standards not specifics acted on by the Governing Body.   After the 1st reading by the Governing Body, it is referred back to the Planning Board to determine if it is consistent with the Master Plan.  A draft plan is done before action is taken, Council then names a redeveloper, and Council can act on any redevelopment.  

Mr. Bach addressed the criteria in the packets handed out, with a brief explanation of each one.  Mr. Bach asked the board members to further review the handout, and send the Board Secretary any comments or questions, so he can prepare for the next meeting.

Appearing from the public is John Hausman of Air Handlers.  Mr. Hausman addressed the board informally regarding the parcel adjacent to Walgreens.  There is empty ground that is zoned commercial that he would like to park trucks on, and put office space at a later date.  Mr. Bach informed Mr. Hausman that the basin lot is linked to the Walgreens site and is not a separate parcel.  Mr. Hausman was informed that he will need a Use Variance, and a site plan.
