Appearing before the board is Vincent Cianfarra, who was sworn in at this time by the Board Solicitor Mr. Ward.  Mr. Cianfarra summarized his application, added that his Engineer submitted a new survey, and Mr. Cianfarra included an elevation from Bishop and Smith as to the style home he intends on building.  

At this time Mr. Hanson of ERI discussed comments from his January 18th compliance letter.  The applicant is seeking relief from pre-existing conditions.  Mr. Hanson sent 2 letters, and the applicant has been very cooperative.  There are no deed restrictions on either property.  The utility service will be provided on the final plan.   Mr. Cianfarra testified that the new home built will be 2 story, 4 bedroom with a 1 car garage, he will remove the existing driveway portion that is encroaching.  Mr. Cianfarra stated that copies of the legal descriptions have been given, and he will file the deeds with the County Clerk.  Mr. Cianfarra agreed to confirm with the Borough Tax Assessor what the appropriate block and lot should be.  
Mr. Ward confirmed that the application for this project will be marked as A-1, and the narrative as A-2, the Survey as A-3.  Councilwoman Mary Martz asked Mr. Cianfarra when the new construction would begin, and he said most likely the spring, as the existing structure is under construction now. 
Ms. Martz made a motion to open to the public, Mr. Carson seconded.  With no public wishing to speak, the public portion was closed.  Ms. Martz made a motion to close the public portion, Mr. Carson seconded.   Mr. Carson made a motion to approve the minor subdivision for Mr. Cianfarra, Mr. Dymond seconded.   AIF-motion approved.
