Appearing on behalf of the applicant is David Wollman Esq.  Mr. Wollman addressed the board, explained that this application has been amended to reflect a 3 lot minor subdivision, each with a lot width variance request.  Chairman Barrar commented on some corrections needed on the application.  Providing testimony is Charles Insalaco of 1107 Brookview Circle, Marlton, NJ., and Brian Peterman of Peterman Maxcy 189 S. Lakeview Dr. Suite 101, Gibbsboro, NJ.  At this time Mr. Ward swore in all those providing testimony, including Board Engineer Jeff Hanson of Environmental Resolutions.  

Mr. Insalaco stated lot 33 was an existing lot, he has attempted to reach out to the owner of the adjoining parcel to acquire additional land, and he was denied.  Lots 34, and 35 both have lot width of less than the required 50 ft.  Lot 33 is an irregular lot.  Mr. Peterman added that there would be no adverse impact, and all other standards have been met.  Mr. Insalaco testified that sidewalks will be installed under RSIS standards, only on the Minor Subdivision side of Crestview.  There will be a 50ft. Right of Way, and a 30ft. Cartway.  There will be a handicap ramp at the corner.  Mr. Wollman addressed that there are 6 waivers requested and 1 deferral.  Checklist items #16, 26, 27, 29, 30, and 32 are all waivers requested.  #32 is to provide adjoining property owners list on the plan, applicant agreed as a condition of approval.  Mr. Insalaco agreed to update the tax map, and the subdivision will be filed by deed.  Grading plans will be reviewed at the time of building permits, however Mr. Insalaco has been working with Bach Associates with grading.  Exhibit A-3 is the plot plan dated 9/6/18, shows the set-backs, and building envelopes.  Exhibit A-2 is the Minor Subdivision plan that was submitted dated 9/6/18.    
Mr. Insalaco added that in 2005 the ground was put up for public auction, and he was approached by the Borough to purchase the land.  The land in question was 5 lots.  Improvements were delayed, and in 2014 he pursued street improvements and submitted a plan to Bach Associates.  Just this past May he received an approval letter from Bach Associates, and he was approved for 5 connections for 5 single family homes.  The house style he submitted is a 25ft. house.  Mr. Wollman added that the benefits outweigh the detriments on this application.  At this time, Mr. Carson made a motion to open the application to the public, and Mr. Moore seconded the motion.  No one from the public approached, Councilwoman Mary Martz made a motion to close the public portion, Mr. Carson seconded the motion.  Mr. Ward asked that Mr. Hanson run through and summarize the 6 waivers.  Mr. Hanson stated that #16 in his comments requiring a certified sealed survey less than 2 years old, he has no objection to that waiver as the survey depicts the sizes and locations of proposed dwellings, and enough information has been provided.  With nothing further, Mr. Brown made a motion to approve the application with the requested waivers, and variances, Councilwoman Mary Martz seconded the motion.  AIF.
