COMMITTEE REPORTS 
  
PUBLIC SAFETY & COMPLIANCE – Councilman DePrince reported that his Department reports have been submitted in writing. (Attached) Councilman DePrince discussed the options for our Fireprevention alliance for the future. DPW has requested masks for employees, they will be distributed.  
 
FINANCE & ADMINISTRATION – Councilman Whalen reviewed the Treasurers' report with Council. (Attached) Councilman Whalen further discussed that the exit conference will be held Friday, July 24 at 9:00 A. M. This will be a virtual conference, with the auditors. The CFO has reported that we should be receiving approximately $60,000.00 in reimbursements from the CARES Act. He still advises that Department Heads watch their spending. Councilman Whalen also thanked 
the Tax Collector for moving forward with the foreclosures. He also discussed the Albertson Park trail project has been completed less than the initial contract amount. This decrease will allow for the Borough to repave and stripe the Donald E. Wilson Community Center. There was a discussion regarding the upcoming Census push week. He advised that the Intern that will be working the front office will be working on the census.
 
PUBLIC WORKS & TECHNOLOGY – Councilwoman Bonamassa advised that her report has been submitted in writing. (Attached)She officially has welcomed Harry Wozunk, to the Borough as the Public Works Supervisor, and thanked him for making such progress in just a few weeks he has been on board. She also advised that she had met with Mike Mangold, regarding various issues regarding the email issues. Some of the emails are getting mixed up due to the forwarding system in place for some. 
 
PLANNING/ZONING, CODES, LICENSING & STREET LIGHTING – Councilwoman Martz submitted her reports in writing. (Attached) She also advised Council that Ralph Jones, our Fire Subcode Official will be retiring August 31. She announced that there would be no Planning Board Meeting for July. The Jiffy Lube 
  
PUBLIC EVENTS –Councilman Krause advised Council of the successful July 4th activities, that occurred. The house decorating contest was successful. 3 sponsors donated the prizes. Councilman Krause thanked Mr. Godfrey for all his efforts with posting the houses on the website. The other activity was Operation Uncle Sam and Betsy Ross parade, the firetruck, all streets in the Borough. He further discussed that the Albertson Park Trail has been completed and received a lot of positive feedback from the residents. He then advised that he is in the process of applying for additional grants for the park. Rick is also working on getting a bench installed at the park that the Centennial Committee has requested.
  
FACILITIES & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Councilman Saxton gave a brief overview of his department, as he needs to be excused early due to a work issue. All of the COVID signage had arrived and placement will be starting tomorrow. The lighting issues within Borough Hall are being addressed. Councilman Saxton all advised that the grass in the fields also needs to be cut.  
  
MAYOR – Mayor Cowling Carson thanked Councilman Krause and Chief Wolf and Cheryl Wolf for such a wonderful event for Operation Uncle Sam and Betsy Ross. She further discussed the re-opening of parks and basketball courts. Lawnside had a small issue and has shut down their basketball courts. At the Camden County Mayors meeting, they were collaborating over various openings surrounding the COVID 19. The consensus is that they all would like to re-open to the public together. No direction from anyone has been received. She further described the opening of the schools in September. All of the schools must have to be prepared 
for all scenarios. Their plans must be submitted in writing not less than 30 days before the opening of the schools. 
 
ENGINEER REPORT -Mr. Basehore has submitted his report in writing. FY NJDOT2021 application has been submitted. NJDOT FY2020 road project started today. Verbal approval has been received regarding the Paving and Striping at the Community Center. Mr. Bashore has suggested that we walk a change order on for the NJ DOT2020 road program for the Donald E. Wilson Recreation Center. Lexa has been given verbal approval to proceed. 
Albertson Park, change order was approved we are currently withholding funds for the seeding.  
 
A motion was made by Councilman Whalen, seconded by Councilwoman Bonamassa to authorize R2020-120 Resolution Authorizing Change Order #1 For The FY2020 NJDOT Trust -Road Program. Roll Call Vote Was Unanimous In The Affirmative.

SOLICITOR REPORT – Mr. Long will coordinate with Councilman Whalen regarding the REM foreclosures. Mayor and Mr. Long will discuss how the next meeting will be held and the safest way possible.
